SAFETY BOAT RULES
Before doing anything, make sure you know:

 - how to start and stop the motor, and 
 - where the water intake and the water discharge are on the motor.

1. Hook davit cables onto the safety boat.

2. Passengers disembark.

3. Standing to side of davit, winch boat above road - bow slightly higher than stern for drainage.

4. Swing boat over road.

5. Remove all gear.

6. Disconnect fuel line - remove fuel - store in locker.

7. Connect flush kit hose to marina water faucet.

8. Slide other end of flush kit on motor fin covering water intake.

9. Turn on water.
10. Start engine in neutral.  IMMEDIATELY check that water is flowing out from discharge.  
11. If water is not flowing, turn motor off.

12. Readjust flush kit - try again.

13. Run until motor stops from lack of fuel.

14. Turn off water.

15. Remove flush kit.

16. Remove PLUGS from stern of boat.

17. Tie plugs to inside of boat.

18. Remove kill switch.

19. Store flush kit and kill switch in the cart; return cart to locker.

20. Wash boat and motor - especially all metal parts.

21. Push boat over water.

22. Lock davits.
